Inforce is continuing its programme of large scale simulation
exercises by offering a unique opportunity to gain
experience of a simulated atrocity crime investigation:

Deep in the Oxfordshire countryside several mass graves
are believed to contain the remains of men women and
children massacred during the cross-border conflict with
rebel militias from neighbouring Wiltshire. Two sites, close
to the cease-fire line have been secured and the Inforce
Team have been called in to investigate.

As part of this multi-disciplinary team, you will gain hands on experience of all the elements of large-scale
forensic mortuary investigations of this type, equipping you with the necessary skills required by
investigating teams for Mass Fatality Incidents, War Crimes and Human Rights investigations.

This workshop will use state-of-the art simulation
techniques to faithfully reproduce all phases of the
temporary mortuary operation ranging from receiving the
victims from the field, analysis of evidence and human
remains, to the final presentation of findings.

Each workshop will begin with a series of seminars outlining
the overall context, the investigative process, planning and
risk assessment, methods and techniques of analysis,
standards of practice, documentation, and chain of custody.

Following this introduction our expert supervisors with

extensive experience of atrocity crime investigations in the former Yugoslavia, Central America, Iraq, DR
Congo, Sierra Leone as well as mass fatality incidents such as the Tsunami and the London suicide
bombings, will guide your team through each stage of the process as you gain hands-on experience as you
set up the mortuary to receive victims, analyse the remains and present your conclusions.

These multi-disciplinary workshop is open to professionals
and students with an interest in the forensic investigation of
atrocity crimes and mass fatality incidents. They are
particularly valuable for Anthropologists, Scenes of Crime
Officers, Forensic Photographers, Anatomical Pathology
Technologists, Radiographers, Victim Identification Officers.

The workshop will take place in Shrivenham (between
Swindon and Oxford), simulating all main elements of a real-
life incident mortuary, including x-ray, external examination,
skeletal analysis, photography and scene of crime analysis.

During the five day workshop participants will experience:

o the complete process of forensic investigation of atrocity crimes and mass fatality incidents

¢ seminars on methods and techniques used in mortuary operations

e practical exercise in setting up an incident mortuary including planning, risk assessments, organisation
of workflow and documentation including receipt of evidence and chain of custody

e practical analysis of evidence and human remains including x-ray, skeletal and odontological analysis

e Presentation of findings to an Identification Commission
